LATENCY:

The default Latency Setting is chosen for contempo-
rary computers and their performance capabilities.

(increase buffer size).

SAMPLE RATE:

The Sample Rate pull down Window indicates the
Sample Rate choices of the connected Wadia USB
Digital Audio Product.
